These opponents cited that their individual opposition opinions

the municipal tax responsibility would not be commensurate with 
municipal services and advantages to be gained, should :the an­
nexation program be achieved. Because certain municipal services 
such as water, power, etc., have been already furnished these 
commercial establishments by the City of Orangeburg, their inclu­
sion in the city limits would accrue no new benefits for them. 
Annexation Commission Chairman Smoak remarked at length .concern­
ing the reduction in fire insurance rates, water rates, etc., 
which would tend to offset the gross cost of municipal taxes. 
The opposition took no cognizance of any citizenship responsi­
bility to the city of Orangeburg, maintaining only that their 
locations had been sited to eliminate municipal tax responsibi~ 
lity.

B. COMMITTEE ON LOCAL ORDINANCES REVIEW 
Dr. R. R. Salley, Chairman 

This Committee seeks to insure that businesses now in the 
area proposed for annexation would in no way be disturbed, 
in their right to operate, if the prQPOS8d HnrlP-x,,-T.:].on pro­
gram should be favorably voted. 
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The Corrnnittee proposed that the City of Orangeburg, includ­
ing any new area annexed to the present Ci ty, be zoned so as 
to protect existing business locations and to control the 
commercial and manufacturing real estate development of the 
suburbs. 

On February 4, this Committee, meeting with the entire 
Annexation Commission, received the opinion from City 
Attorney Hugo S. Sims that City tax exemption for busi­
nesses now in the area proposed for annexation might not 
be considered "new" businesses, thus subject to the local 
tax exemption ordinance for establishments of $25,000 
investment or more, unless they conform to the provision 
of the oI'dinance which stipulates that such businesses 
must have been established after the passage of the muni­
cipal tax exemption law (February 14, 1947). 

The Committee's report included recognition of the fact 
that certain business establishments had been located 
beyond the City Limits because of prohibitive and/or 
other local ordinances. The Annexation Commission un­
animously approved a recommendation that such ordinances 
as prohibit the location or otherwise deter the normal 
process of business be deleted or amended to accomodate 
all businesses in the proposed suburban area. 

C. COMMITTEE ON INFORMATION AND PUBLIC RELATIONS 
J. M. Green, Chairman 

This Committee undertook to set forth considerable general 
information regarding the advantages and responsibilities 
accruing to all parties concerned, by an annexation program. 
In an informational pamphlet and other such material to be 
published by the Orangeburg Chamber of Commerce describing 
all aspects of the annexation program, this Committee, in 
accord with the full Commission, suggests that while the 
property owners and residents' duties and responsibilities 
to the City of Orangeburg are being cited, that the City of 
Orangeburg reciprocally recognize the City's responsibility 
to the property owners and residents in the proposed area. 

One opInIon furnished by the City Attorney concerning when 
City taxes on property now in the suburban area would be 
due and payable was that such taxes should be returned 
J~~uary 1950, payable in October 1950, 
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In the interest of efficiency, this Commission suggests 
that the annexation question be brought to public vote 
at the earliest practicable time, after the presentation 
of a proper petition signed by a majority of freeholders 
within the area proposed for annexation. The Commission 
suggests that the City Tax Collector furnish this Commis­
sion with the names of the freeholders in the above men­
tioned area, immediately, so that the execution of the 
petition might proceed without any undue delay. 

SUMMARY 

1. The Annexation Commission has investigated the several 
aspects of the annexation proposal and has unanimously 
approved those recommendations contained herein. 

2, The Annexation Commission seeks to insure that existing 
commercial establishments in the area now proposed for annex­
ation shall in no way be disturbed by existing City ordinances. 

(a) In the event that existing City ordinances 
conflict with the right and normal process 
of such concerns to do business, such local 
ordinances should be deleted or altered. 

3, The Annexation Commission proposes that the City clearly 
recognize that the responsibilities and benefits of annexa­
tion are a mutual proposition and that equal emphasis be 
placed on the suburban property owners' and suburban resi­
dents' asscunption of such responsibilities and the City's 
duty to them, 

4. The Annexation Commission proposes that the boundary 
marking the extent of the area proposed for annexation be 
approved by this City Council.

llilr. ltiayor and Members of the City Council: 

Since the last report to this City Council on February 8~ 1949. 
the Annexation Commission, appoint ed by this official body. has 
been active, with the view of completing the job of studying and 
recom.mending procedure with specific reference to the annexation 
proposal at the earliest possible moment. Although all members 
of this Commission are busy men, this body has performed with 
thorough efficiency and vigor. 

The ComIuittee on Information and Public Relations, a subcommittee 
of the Annexation Commission .. headed by Mr. Jrunes M. Green, with 
Mr. Frank F. Limehouse as Vice Ch.;j.1rman. has prepared certain 
information shOwing the benefits of annexation both to the citizens 
of Orangeburg and ~o those in the area proposed for annexation. 
This information is now ready to be printed. and published. 

The Committee on Local Ordinances, headed by Dr. R. R. Salley, has 
alreGdy submitted. its report to the City Council. but stands ready 
for such other duties as may be ass1@led to it. 

The Committee on Information to Colored People. chai~aaned by 
Paul Webber, proposes to handle as much of ti2e publicity for 
colored property owners and residents as is poss :!.ble. They, 
also, stand ready to prooeed as soon as they receive further 
instructions. 

The Chairman of the Commission and liIr. Felton. Manager of the 
Chamber of Cororaerce. started arrangements to secure "leg men" 
to assist the City 'fax Collector in assembling the nemes of the 
freeholders in the area proposed for annexation. Due to the 
great nUl'.ilber of freeholders--estimated between 1,300 and 1,500 
by the City Tax Colleetor-~we think it necessary that this 
add! tional help be secured. We submit that Oi ty fire!llen when 
offdduty can be obtained for this work at nominal cost. In this, 
we thank the Chief of the Fire Department for his advice and 
assistance. 

We have also made arrangements with the two local radio stations 
for free time, five ~inutes daily for two week period which w~ 
to begin today. February 21. These broadcasts were to be 
under ii1he supervision of' Mr. Limehouse and iIlr. Felton and were 
designed to acquaint all citizens wi th the purposes and a:Ul1s of 
the full annexation prograril. This might be called an added 



educational £eature of the annexation program, offered in the 
public interest so that all persons might; fully knov, what the 
annexation proposition envisages. 

However. at a meeting of the Directors of the Chamber of Commerce 
on Tuesday night. February 15, the support of the Chamber of 
Corllmerce to the current annexation proposal was ordered withdrail\lIl 
or, at least, held in abeyance. This action, spearheaded by some 
individual members o£ the Boord.eame as a distinct SUrprise to 
everyone of us concerned with the annexation because VlO had no 
prior L"lklL.g of any opposition by some of t.':te Chamber's Board 
of Directors, since annexation question was first provided last 
October by-the Chamber of Commerce for the public's scrutiny.
